1. The idea for the Jumping Frog Contest
came from Mark Twain’s famous short
story, “The Celebrated Jumping Frog of
Calaveras County.”

2. The Jumping Frog Contest takes place
every year.

Once a frog has made its
three jumps, an official measures the
distance from the center of the pad to the
spot where the frog landed on its third
jump.

8. At Bill Steed’s famous Croaker College,
the frogs worked out in a pool, lifted tiny
weights, did chin-ups and high dives, ate
centipede soup and ladybug salad, and
generally prepared for the big day.
